The college despite its limited resources made important efforts to 

fulfil its objectives related to community. 

 On 13 August 2022, a program on “ TirangaYatra and Plantation” 

under the banner of Azadi ka Amrit Mahotsav , was conducted in the 

village. The aim of the programme is to spread the feeling of affection 

for the nation. After the Tiranga Yatra, plants were planted in the 

school to encourage the community to environment conservation. On 

the occasion of Vun Mahotsav campaigning, plants were distributed 

to the villagers to plant. On the occasion of world Tuberculosis Day 

nutrition packets (Poshan Potli) were given to all the T.B patients as 

per the instruction of the government. On 5/5/23, Under the 

programme of “Sankalp Vidhya  Daan Ka”, eleven teachers adopted 

eleven poor girl students  of  S.D.K. High School, Jurranpur , to 

afford all the expenses including fee. The aim of the program is to 

promote girls education.  Eleven teachers including Principal of the 

college donated a cheque of 6000/ Rs. to each adopted girl student.

1. The students and teachers are able to make a harmonious bond with 

community.  Students are getting awareness about their life, their 

problems and connect themselves as a member of that community.
